The following projects have been identified for funding through the Protection, Health and Safety Tax Levy:
1. 2016 Phase 2 - 2015 Abatement Project 
This project will continue the 2015 Abatement Project.  During the performance of a NESHAP Asbestos Survey, additional asbestos containing material was discovered in the Financial Aid/Counseling Office Area (specifically floor tile and mastic) that had not been identified in the original scope of the 2015 Abatement Project.  This project proposes to abate the ACM floor tile and mastic in the Financial Aid/Counseling Office Areas and associated general construction affected by the additional abatement in this area.  

Projected budget: $218,485
2. 2016 Abatement Project
This project will abate asbestos at the current Adult Education and Testing Center of the College; remove and replace the existing exterior window system at the current Adult Education, Testing Center, Financial Aid and Counseling areas, and include general construction of these areas including but not necessarily limited to flooring, walls, doors, ceilings, lighting, ductwork, and other general building elements being reconstructed to a condition suitable to its assigned use.
Projected budget: $654,310
The College has levied at or near the maximum five cents for this fund for a number of

years.  The total cost to complete these projects is $872,795.  
Recommendation:
The administration recommends the Board approve the attached resolutions, budgets, and certification statements regarding these projects for submission to ICCB for action.
