The administration has been in the process of filling a Nursing Faculty position.  The position was advertised on-line on the College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), and on-line on Indeed.com.  Six applications were received and five candidates were interviewed.  A committee was composed of Kimberly Cole, Christine Vincent, Therese Wood, and Mary Evans.  Janet Lynch, Interim Dean of Health Professions, served as chair.  Drs. Jon Mandrell and David Hellmich met with the candidates.
Academic background: Constance Arnold is a graduate of the University of Phoenix with a Master’s Degree in Nursing and Northern Illinois University with a Bachelor’s Degree in Nursing.  

Professional background: Constance is currently teaching at Rasmussen College as adjunct faculty for the school of nursing.  She worked at Maine Township District #207 as a Registered Nurse for three years, at Swedish American as a labor and delivery RN for four years, and at Lutheran General Hospital for seven years as a labor and delivery nurse.
