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The administration has been in the process of filling a Nursing Faculty position.  The position was advertised on-line on the College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), and on-line on Indeed.com.  Six applications were received and five candidates were interviewed.  A committee was composed of Kimberly Cole, Christine Vincent, Therese Wood, and Mary Evans.  Janet Lynch, Interim Dean of Health Professions, served as chair. Drs. Jon Mandrell and David Hellmich met with the candidates.
Academic background: Ann Lee is a graduate of Northwestern University with a Bachelor of Science in Nursing and will graduate in June 2018 from the Chamberlain College of Nursing with a Master’s Degree.
Professional background: Ann has worked at CGH Medical Center since 2007.  She previously worked at KSB for sixteen years and George Washington University Hospital for three years.

The administration recommends the Board approve the appointment of Ann Lee for the 2018-2019 academic year as an Assistant Professor of Nursing beginning August 10, 2018, at an annual salary of $48,130.
