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Sauk Valley Community College is dedicated to teaching and scholarship while engaging the community in lifelong learning, public service, and economic development.
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The administration has been in the process of filling a CIS Faculty position.  The position was advertised on-line on the College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), on-line on Indeed.com, and on-line at the Chronicle of Higher Education.  Twelve applications were received, and three candidates were interviewed.  A committee was composed of Dr. Mary Lou Kidder, Valarie Sleger, Brenda Helms, and Peggy Eshleman.  Josh West, Director of Business, Career, and Technical Programs, served as chair.  Drs. Jon Mandrell and David Hellmich met with the candidates.
Academic background: Greg Noack is a graduate of Pepperdine University with a Master’s Degree in Educational Technology, Illinois State University with a Bachelor’s Degree in Education, and Sauk with an Associate of Science Degree.
Professional background: Greg has been the Director of Sauk’s Faculty Center for Innovative Teaching since December 2015 and began his career at the College in July 2011 as an Instructional Designer.
