The administration has been in the process of filling a Mathematics Faculty position.  The position was advertised on-line on the College’s website, in Sauk Valley Media (the Dixon Telegraph and the Daily Gazette), on-line on Indeed.com, and on-line at the Chronicle of Higher Education.  Thirty-one applications were received, and four candidates were interviewed.  A committee was composed of Dr. James Chisholm, Carrie Conderman, Ronald Hobbs, Melinda Fletcher, and Jane Verbout.  Michelle Barkley, Dean of Education and Transfer Programs, served as chair.  Dr. Jon Mandrell, Vice President of Academics and Student Services, met with the candidates.
Academic background: Scott VanZuiden is a graduate of Walden University with a Master’s Degree in Math Education, University of Kansas with a Master’s Degree in Special Education Supervision, and Northwest Missouri State University with a Bachelor’s Degree in Elementary Education. 
Professional background: Scott has been the Coordinator of Development Mathematics at Carl Sandburg College for the past four years.  Previously, he worked at Scott Community College as a Developmental Math Instructor for one year and at Morrison School District #6 for fourteen years.
